- The Empire Strikes Back The wisdom of the Jedi Council could also be used as a
stimulus for discussion about the children's sources of wisdom. Who could they go to
for advice? Who gives them wise counsel?

There are many excellent quotes which could be picked out from the films for discussion
for example:

"Size matters not. Look at me! Judge me by my size, do you? Hmmm. And well you should
not. For my ally is the force." Yoda

In smaller groups Key Stage 2 children could discuss the comparison between the
characteristics of The Force and God.
Needing faith to trust the Force Strength is found in knowledge of the Force.
